4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM THE OCTOBER 3, 2023 MEETING 

 
A motion was made by Ms. Conwell, seconded by Mr. Sweeney and approved by

5. MATTERS REFERRED TO COMMITTEE 
 

a) R2023-0290:  A Resolution authorizing an amendment to Contract No. 
2120 with Passages Connecting Fathers and Sons, Inc. for the 
implementation of the Cognitive Behavioral Interventions for Offenders 
Seeking Employment Program for moderate and high-risk level 
offenders who are unemployed or underemployed, for the period 

7/1/2021 – 6/30/2023 to extend the time period to 6/30/2025, to 
change the terms effective 7/1/2023, and for additional funds in the 

amount not-to-exceed $1,065,476.00; authorizing the County Executive 
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to execute the amendment and all other documents consistent with this 

Resolution, and declaring the necessity that this Resolution become 
immediately effective. 

 
Ms. Linda Lagunzad, Interim Administrator of the Corrections Planning Board; Dr. 
Brian Moore, President and CEO of Passages Connecting Fathers and Sons, Inc; and 
Mr. Stephan Hawkins, Director of Cuyahoga Cognitive Behavioral Interventions for 
Passages Connecting Fathers and Sons, Inc, addressed the Committee regarding 
Resolution No. R2023-0290.  Discussion ensued.   
 
Committee members asked questions of Ms. Lagunzad, Dr. Moore and Mr. 
Hawkins pertaining to the item, which they answered accordingly.
