a) R2018-0205:  A Resolution making an award on RQ42537 to Mental 

Health Services for Homeless Persons, Inc. dba FrontLine Service in the 
amount not-to-exceed $898,300.00 for operation of the Children Who 
Witness Violence Program for the period 1/1/2019 - 12/31/2021; 
authorizing the County Executive to execute the contract and all other 
documents consistent with said award and this Resolution; and 
declaring the necessity that this Resolution become immediately 
effective. 
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Ms. Brandy Carney, Chief Community Safety and Protection Officer; and Ms. Jill 
Smialek, Manager of the Family Justice Center, addressed the Committee 
regarding Resolution No. R2018-0205.  Discussion ensued.
