1. CALLTO ORDER

Chairwoman Conwell called the meeting to order at 1:08 p.m.

2. ROLL CALL

Ms. Conwell asked Assistant Deputy Clerk Johnson to call the roll. Committee
members Conwell, Jones, Brown and Miller were in attendance and a quorum was
determined. Committee member Stephens was absent from the meeting.

3. PUBLIC COMMENT

There were no public comments given.

A motion was made by Ms. Brown, seconded by Mr. Miller and approved by
unanimous vote to approve the minutes from the March 6, 2019 meeting.

consistent with this Resolution; and declaring the necessity that this
Resolution become immediately effective:

Ms. Tiffany Dobbins- Brazelton, Director of the Office of Child Support Services and
Mr. Richard Weiler, Business Services Manager with the Office of Child Support

Provided
that this Resolution receives the affirmative vote of at least eight members of Council,
it shall take effect and be in force immediately upon the earliest occurrence of any of
the following: (1) its approval by the County Executive through signature, (2) the
expiration of the time during which it may be disapproved by the County Executive
under Section 3.10(6) of the Cuyahoga County Charter, or (3) its passage by at |east
eight members of Council after disapproval pursuant to Section 3.10(7) of the
Cuyahoga County Charter. Otherwise, it shall take effect and be in force from and
after the earliest period allowed by law.

SECTION 4. Itisfound and determined that all formal actions of this Council
relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of the
Council, and that al deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that
resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public, in compliance
with al legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
