WHEREAS, the County Executive/Department of Public Works/Division of 
County Engineer has recommended that public convenience and welfare requires 
resurfacing of Lewis Road from Memory Lane to South Corporation Line in Olmsted 
Township; and 

WHEREAS, the anticipated start-completion dates are 8/1/2021 – 6/1/2022; and 

WHEREAS, that special assessments will neither be levied nor collected to pay 
for any part of the County’s costs of said improvement; and 

WHEREAS, the primary goal is to properly maintain the County’s infrastructure 
for which the County is responsible; and 

WHEREAS, the project is located in Council District 5; and 

WHEREAS, the estimated project cost is $1,500,000.00; and
